The island’s size and its
wealth of beaches offer plenty of different focal
points, each with its own identity. Patong Beach,
for example, is the most developed area, and
suits those who like a variety of attractions
along with ready access to all parts of the island.
The most developed of Phuket’s beaches, Ao
Patong, is also the most popular. Located 5
kilometers south of Ao Kamala and 15
kilometers west of Phuket town, the broad 3-
kilometer beach offers good sand and plenty of
shade beneath the casuarinas and parasols, plus
top hotels and the island’s greatest number of
choices for water sports and diving spots.

Because it is supplied with fresh water year
round, green sea turtles come ashore between
September and December to lay their eggs
(which proves to be a popular attraction). Star
Flyer will anchor in front of a lovely beach.



Penang, Malaysia

Take one tropical island, add a luxurious
beach resort, augment that with a significant
amount of history, toss in a liberal dose of
superb local food, and the result would be none
other than Penang. Penang, the "Pearl of the
Orient", is today’s most culturally diverse East
Asian holiday destination. Lying at the
crossroads of great civilizations, Penang, more
than any other state in Malaysia, is the country’s
cultural melting pot. In the early years after its
founding, the island attracted people of all races
from all points of the compass. From an early
Indian civilization that took root in northern
Malaya, to the Portuguese, Dutch and later the
British (who came to this part of the world in
search of spices and stayed on to participate in
the lucrative trade), Penang bears the mark of
successive foreign influences. Originally a
territory of the Sultan of Kedah, Penang was
largely unoccupied until 1786. According to
history, Francis Light was captivated by the
island’s immense beauty. Recognizing its
potential as an excellent trading port, he
persuaded the Sultan to concede the island to
British rule in exchange for protection against
Siamese enemies. The task of clearing the
jungle was given to Light. Legend has it that
Light filled cannons with gold and silver coins,
blasted them into the surrounding jungles, and
then sent workers out to clear the jungle. That
got the job done! Thanks to Light’s vision, the
island soon became a busy entry port for tea
and opium trading between India and China.
Today’s Penang delightfully combines the past
and present. It is possible to stroll down its
narrow lanes and enjoy colonial buildings,
archaic temples and clan piers (Chinese fishing
villages built out over the sea) as well as modern
roads and high rises.



Penang Island Tour
Transportation by air-conditioned motorcoach

This tour takes you to explore Penang, "Pearl
of the Orient", from its sandy beaches to its
quaint countryside and historic sites. You will
visit Penang’s only Tropical Agro Farm. Take a
guided tour of the farm and its 140 species of
tropical fruits and exotic spices followed by a
well-earned rest to sample various fruits.
Continue on to Teluk Bahang and the world’s
largest butterfly farm. The farm is a sanctuary
and hatchery for over 120 species of rare and
exotic butterflies. Retrace your route and visit
Wat Chayamankalaram, which houses one of
the world’s largest reclining Buddhas. Finally,
explore Penang’s historic Georgetown, a colorful
multicultural city. Before returning to the ship,
end the tour with an exciting trishaw ride
through the bustling streets of Georgetown.

Penang National Park (Lunch included)
By air-conditioned motor-coach, foot and boat
Min. 10 / Max. 30, Duration 6 hours, Euros 50

The smallest rainforest National Park in
Malaysia, “Pantai Kerachut” offers visitors an
opportunity to experience a large array of the
local flora and fauna all along its trails. After a
30 minutes drive, you will reach the entrance of
the park where you will start the walk. The hike
begins with a steep flight of steps going uphill,
crosses a stream and passes a track, up to the
highest point of the park to enjoy a panoramic
view. On the way down you will see many
different trees with name tags. You could find
the famous eurycoma longifolia, a tree locally
known as Tongkat Ali, reputed to have
aphrodisiac qualities.

You will see a good variety of interesting
botanicals from pitcher plants (monkey cups),
ferns (some like the Selaginella purported to
have anti-cancer properties) to wild Bamboo
Orchids to tropical hardwoods. You might see
some mischievous long tail macaques and
docile and shy Dusky Leaf aka Spectacle
monkeys. The forest is also home to squirrels
and other small mammals. The last part of the
trail makes a steep descent into the Pantai
Kerachut valley. One of the attractions is the
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meromictic lake, visible for only six months of
the year. The bottom layer of sea water is
normally warmer than the surface fresh water,
the salt water (being denser) occupies the lower
layer and the freshwater upper layers of the lake
maintaining sort of a density gradient.
Continuing along the beach you will see a turtle
hatchery. This sandy beach is also the resting
place of the Green Turtles, which comes ashore
between the month of April and September.
From there you will take a boat to Monkey
beach, a beautiful sandy beach, fronting the
jungle to enjoy a lunch barbecue specially
prepared for you. Then after lunch you will
board again the boat for a short ride to Teluk
Bahang where your motor coach will be waiting.

Koh Butang offers many attractions with its
crystal-clear water, verdant rainforest growing
all the way down to pure white sand beaches,
birds, monkeys and superb snorkelling. In case
of bad weather/tidal situation ship might anchor
at Adang or Lipe island or another island of the

group.



Koh Khai Nok, Thailand

Koh Khai Nok is a great daytime anchorage.
The northern end of its brilliant white beach can
be seen from miles away. A wide variety of fish
and coral makes this island a favorite for scuba
divers and snorkelers during slack water and
neap tides. Koh Khai Nok is a favorite
destination for speedboat tours from Phuket.
There is a small restaurant on the beach for
daytime visitors.

Koh Panyi & James Bond Island
Transportation by speed boat

Departing from the Star Flyer, you will cruise
through picturesque Phang Nga Bay with its
dramatic limestone islands en route to James
Bond Island, one of the locations used in the
movie The Man with the Golden Gun. You will
make a brief stop on the island before
continuing through the beautiful bay to Koh
Panyi village, one of the typical Muslim villages
of the region. En route, you will cruise through
some of Phang Nga Bay’s mangrove swamps
and, if the tides permit, you have the chance to
enter some of the remarkable grottoes. Koh
Panyi village is completely built on stilts over
shallow water in the bay. You will tour the
village and learn about Koh Panyi daily life.
Enjoy a snack at one of the local restaurants
where you will be served a variety of local
cuisine. Afterward, there will be some free time
to shop or explore the village. Leaving Koh
Panyi, you will begin the journey back to the
ship through Ao Phang Nga. Refreshments will
be served on the tour boats throughout the
excursion (toilets are available on the boats).

Phang Nga Bay, Thailand

Protected from the ravages of the Andaman
Sea by Phuket, Phang Nga has a seascape at
once strange and beautiful. Covering some 400
square kilometres of coast between Phuket and
Krabi, the mangrove-lined bay is littered with
limestone karst formations of up to 300 meters
in height, which cradle jungle vegetation in their
craggy profiles. The bay is believed to have
come into existence about twelve thousand
years ago when mountain ranges were
suddenly flooded to their summits by a
dramatic rise in sea level.

Koh Hong, Thailand

The Koh Hong archipelago is a group of
small islands lying between Krabi and the
northern part of Phang Nga Bay. In contrast to
northern Phang Nga Bay, the water here is clear
enough for snorkeling, with good visibility at
slack water in the springs or during a neap tide.
The island Koh Hong is so named because of its
large internal lagoon, accessible only by dinghy
across a shallow reef during tides above 1
meter. This large hong (Thai for room) has a
small entrance at the north of the island, which
sometimes has gill nets strung across it during
ebb tide. The hong, about 200 meters across, is
one of the biggest in the area. Sheer cliffs on all
sides make it a picturesque backdrop for
shutterbugs. You can swim in the hong at high
tide. Star Flyer will anchor south of the island
before a white silica sand beach broken up by
monolithic rocks that provide shade all day.
Fringed by a coral reef, this is one of the
prettiest bays in the area. Depending on
weather conditions and tide, Star Flyer may
anchor either at Ko Dam Hok or Ko Ong.

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Ko Surin, Mu Koh Surin

Marine National Park,
Thailand

Ko Surin is a national park comprising five
islands about 60 kilometers offshore. It lies just
inside Thai waters on the Myanmar border. The
spectacular shallow reefs around these islands
offer some of the best snorkelling and diving on
the Andaman coast. The most beautiful and
easy to explore of the reefs are those
surrounding the 2 main islands in the group, Ko
Surin Nua to the north and Ko Surin Tai to the
south, which are separated by a narrow
channel. Surin Nua-- slightly larger at about 5
kilometers across--houses the national park
headquarters, visitor center and park bungalows
on its southwest coast. The water is so clear and
the reefs are so close to the surface, you can
make out a forest of sea anemones while sitting
in a boat just 10 meters from the park
headquarters’ beach. Visibility off the east and
west coasts of both islands reaches a depth of
40 meters. Across the channel, Surin Tai is the
long-time home of a community of Chao Ley
who divide their time between boat building
and fishing. Every April, as part of the
Songkhran New Year festivities, hundreds of
Chao Ley from nearby islands congregate to
celebrate with a ceremony which includes the
release of several hundred turtles into the sea.
The turtle is a symbol of longevity, and is
especially precious to Thai and Chinese people.

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Langkawi, Malaysia

Langkawi, part of and just off of the coast of
Kelah, is actually made up of 99 islands. The
largest of them is Pulau Langkawi. Some of the
others are so small that when viewed from the
air they appear as mere dots in the emerald
green ocean. Langkawi offers unsurpassed
natural attractions. Those who love a tropical
island holiday and a place far from the madding
crowd will find their haven in Langkawi Island.
Outstanding natural landscapes make the
islands true paradise. The white sandy beaches
and limestone hills, together with lush exotic
flora and fauna, will always attract nature lovers.

Through the rural area of the north you reach
the ‘oriental village’ for lunch. From there you
will go by cable car, gliding over the rainforest,
crossing tropical timber trees, passing high
waterfalls to the 2100 feet high Gungung
Machinchang. From the platform you'll have an
excellent view over many of the 99 islands
surrounding Langkawi and towards Thailand
and Kos Butang and Ko Tarotaru. Finally you will
stop at the Summer Palace at Pantai Kok, one of
the sets constructed for the movie Anna and
The King. The tour will also stop at Kuah town,
the island's capital, with its famous giant eagle
monument. You will have the opportunity to
explore this fascinating multicultural town and
do some duty free shopping. From there the
tour returns to the Star Flyer at the
southwestern tip of the island.

Proceed from the Awana jetty, paddle on the
trek 1200 race/ triathlon bikes and take the
outer island road for an approximately 75 km
ridel

After having adjusted the bikes to your body
size, the tour will lead you - from the starting

Cenang, which very soon are replaced by flat,
well maintained roads and rolling hills which we
will ride at average speeds of 22-24km/hour.

Two stops are planned: one,
just to enjoy a nice beach scenery at Pantai
Tengorak on the north of the island, the other
on the north eastern tip of Langkawi- at Tanjung
Rhu and after around three hours of cycling - to
enjoy a light, but tasty traditional meal. After
lunch the tour will proceed either via a
shortened route of around 20km back to the
cruise ship (time 4-5 hours) or another 35k with
a brief stopover in Kuah, the main city of
Langkawi before finally reaching the cruise ship
again after approx. 5-6 hours.

® The tour requires a decent level of cycling
fitness, sports-shoes are sufficient (pedals
are with clips), helmets and water bottles
will be provided.

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Soft Adventure Jungle Hike at
Mount Raya National Park-
By coach and by foot
Min 6 / Max 20, Duration 5 hours, Euros 47
English speaking guide only

The drive from the pier to the jungle
trekking site at the base of Mount Raya - the
highest point in Langkawi at 881-metres above
sea level - is approximately half an hour. Along
the way you will enjoy the views of idyllic
beaches, pristine waters, fields and rolling hills
capped by lush tropical rainforest.

From there you will start the walking part of
the tour with an experienced guide who will
take you through the jungle. This national park
and nature reserve, protected under the United
Nations Environmental Protection plan, affords
easy terrain and allows people of all ages and
abilities to enjoy its scenic beauty. The reserve's
gentle slopes flourish with an abundance of
flora. Your guide will be able to describe each
species in detail so that you can discover and
learn all you need to know about Malaysia 's
tropics. Look out for different species of
monkeys, birds, rare plants, butterflies and
many other wildlife in the rainforest.

NOTE:

e Water will be provided : a bottle of
mineral water will be provided at the
beginning and at end of the trek. You
may bring along additional bottled water
with you.

e This walk is suitable for all ages and
abilities, this easy paced trek through the
foothills of Mount Raya allows both young
and old, the fit and the not-so-fit to
experience the flora of Langkawi's lush
jungle habitat.

eIt is approximately 2 -3 1/2 hours of
substantial level of activity.

® Please wear comfortable, flat soles shoes -
open toed or heeled shoes are not
permitted.

e Insect repellent is recommended.

e In case of rain, please bring along a
change of dry clothing, and don't forget
your hat and sunscreen.

® Don’t forget your camera , Surrounded by
an abundance of lush fauna, there will be
plenty of photo-snapping opportunities.
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One of 47 Islands in the Talay Trang
archipelago, Ko Kraden is part of the Had Chao
Mai National Park and home to its small
Headquarters located on the beach. Clear
waters and attractive white sand beaches on the
west coast contrast with rocky beaches on the
east coast providing excellent opportunities for
swimming and diving.

Phang Nga Bay, Thailand

Protected from the ravages of the Andaman
Sea by Phuket, Phang Nga has a seascape at
once strange and beautiful. Covering some 400
square kilometres of coast between Phuket and
Krabi, the mangrove-lined bay is littered with
limestone karst formations of up to 300 meters
in height, which cradle jungle vegetation in their
craggy profiles. The bay is believed to have
come into existence about twelve thousand
years ago when mountain ranges were
suddenly flooded to their summits by a
dramatic rise in sea level.

Koh Hong, Thailand

The Koh Hong archipelago is a group of
small islands lying between Krabi and the
northern part of Phang Nga Bay. In contrast to
northern Phang Nga Bay, the water here is clear
enough for snorkeling, with good visibility at
slack water in the springs or during a neap tide.
The island Koh Hong is so named because of its
large internal lagoon, accessible only by dinghy
across a shallow reef during tides above 1
meter. This large hong (Thai for room) has a
small entrance at the north of the island, which
sometimes has gill nets strung across it during
low tide. The hong, about 200 meters across, is
one of the biggest in the area. Sheer cliffs on all
sides make it a picturesque backdrop for
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shutterbugs. You can swim in the hong at high
tide. Star Clipper will anchor south of the island
before a white silica sand beach broken up by
monolithic rocks that provide shade all day.
Fringed by a coral reef, this is one of the
prettiest bays in the area. Depending on
weather conditions and tide, Star Clipper may
anchor either at Ko Dam Hok or Ko Ong.

Koh Panyi & James Bond Island
Transportation by speed boat
Min 20 / Max unl, Duration 5 hours, Euros 78

Departing from the Star Flyer, you will cruise
through picturesque Phang Nga Bay with its
dramatic limestone islands en route to James
Bond Island, one of the locations used in the
movie The Man with the Golden Gun. You will
make a brief stop on the island before
continuing through the beautiful bay to Koh
Panyi village, one of the typical Muslim villages
of the region. En route, you will cruise through
some of Phang Nga Bay’s mangrove swamps
and, if the tides permit, you have the chance to
enter some of the remarkable grottoes. Koh
Panyi village is completely built on stilts over
shallow water in the bay. You will tour the
village and learn about Koh Panyi daily life.
Enjoy a snack at one of the local restaurants
where you will be served a variety of local
cuisine. Afterward, there will be some free time
to shop or explore the village. Leaving Koh
Panyi, you will begin the journey back to the
ship through Ao Phang Nga. Refreshments will
be served on the tour boats throughout the
excursion (toilets are available on the boats).

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An island, a country, a city-state. Singapore
is also a land where contrasting Eastern and
Western lifestyles, religious and secular pratices,
peacefully coexist.

You’ll
run across his countenance more than a few
times during your stay (on statues and in
paintings) and find his name incorporating into
everything from a major hotel to a central
square. During its days as a port city, the streets
of Singapore could get rough and rowdy, but
these days at the authoritarian government
tolerates little that threatens the security of his
citizens and the cleanliness of the city.
Singapore, accurately, has been called the
Cleaned and Green city, Garden city, Shopper’s
paradise and Food paradise, and - as long as
you abide by the rules - your stay should be
pleasant.

Historical Malacca Tour

A City of Portuguese, English and Dutch
influence, Malacca is often referred to as the
Malaysian "cradle of civilisation". You will
begin the tour of Malacca's historic highlights
on St Paul's Hill with its spectacular view of the
city and the Malacca River. Also on the hiill are
the remains of St Paul Church originally built in
1571. One of the most interesting aspects of
the church are the Dutch tombstones around
the interior. You will continue onto the Heritage
Museum and intriguing display of the
Chinese/Malay, "Baba Nyonya", culture and
history. Adjacent to the museum, you will visit
the Cheng Hoo Teng Temple, the oldest Chinese
Temple in Malaysia. At the temple, you will
learn of the Chinese ways of worship and their
methods honouring their ancestors. In town,
you will also have the opportunity of shipping
on Jonkers Street, the "antique row of
Malaysia". After that you we will have the
opportunity of shopping in Jonkers Street, the
"antique row” of Malaca. Return to the ship at
leisure.

Koh Miang,Thailand

Diving enthusiasts should not miss the
Similan Islands and their incredible underwater
vistas. The waters are so clear you can see to
depths ranging anywhere from 2 to 30 meters.
The Similans are sometimes referred to as Ko
Kao or Nine Island. The island’s name stems
from the Malay word sembilan, meaning nine,
and there are a total of nine islands, each having
a designated number as well as a name: Ko
Bon, Kop Ba-Ngu, Ko Similan, Ko Payu, Ko
Miang (which is made of 2 islands close to each
other), Ko Payan, Ko Payang and Kop Hu Yong.
Except for park officials and the occasional
tourist, these nine small islands are
uninhabited. The islands owe their beauty in
large part to the 32 indigenous and migratory
bird species, reptiles, amphibians and
mammals like the bush-tailed porcupine and
flying lemur that make the island their home.
Koh Similan has the most protected bay in the
group and boasts a beautiful white sand beach
and stimulating forest walks. A climb to the top
of the distinctive rock formation overlooking the
north end of the beach is well worth the effort.
There is excellent snorkelling around the rocks
on the north side of the bay. Day trip visitors
often come from the mainland to spend the day
in the archipelago.
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
